Tutorial 11 Internet Assignment
Jobs for VBA developers

In this tutorial, you learned a small portion of what there is to know about VBA programming. Obviously, there is much more to learn than what was presented in this tutorial. Perhaps the idea of database development is of interest to you. In this assignment, you will search the Internet for jobs related to VBA programming and VBA quality assurance. As you work through this assignment and discover different VBA related jobs, think about whether such a job would be of interest to you.

1. Connect to the Internet and open your Web Browser.
2. Open a search engine and type in Visual Basic Jobs. You will see many job listing Web sites showing jobs for programmers of Visual Basic applications.

3. Browse through the list of jobs that is returned. You can change keywords to refine your search. Enter keywords to search for jobs pertaining to applications development, if necessary.
4. Select three jobs and print them out.
5. Do another search in your Web browser entering VBA QA Engineer as the search string.
6. Select three jobs and print them out. You should now have printouts of six jobs.
7. You probably have a local newspaper that has classified ads online or an employment site for your community. Again, locate jobs related to programming applications and/or QA Engineer opportunities.
8. Search the internet to find statistics on what cities in the United States are experiencing the most growth both in number of employment opportunities and in pay scale. Print Web sites that you find interesting.
9. Write a short report detailing your findings. Include the URL’s for the Web sites you found. Write a short summary of what you learned in this research related to job opportunities for VBA programmers.
10. Finally, provide a concluding paragraph in your report that expresses your level of interest in pursuing a career involving VBA.
11. Attach the copies of your Internet printouts to your report and turn it in.
