Tutorial 6 Internet Assignment

Adventure Outdoors
You have been working with Adventure Outdoors, a youth-oriented travel company that hired you to develop a database with information about the National Parks. Adventure Outdoors uses grant money to pay the way for teens who cannot afford to take trips. They intend to use the database to help plan teen travel during the summer months. The database includes the names of the United States Senators from each of the states. Three basic tables are in the database. As you worked to develop the data, you researched parks, senators, and states and entered data into the tables in the database. Now you want to develop custom forms so others can enter data easily
1. Start Access and then open the Adventure Outdoors database you worked on in the Tutorial 5 Internet Assignment.
2. Open your Internet browser and search for the information you will need to add five more parks to the tblPark table. You can begin your search at www.nps.gov. At the same time, find the related information you need for the tblSenator and tblState tables.
3. Use the Form Wizard to create a main form (named frmStateSenator) with all fields from the tblState table and a subform (named frmSenatorSubform) with all fields except the State field from the tblSenator table. Enhance the form in Layout and Design views.
4. Use the form created in the previous step to enter the data you researched on the Internet for the tblState and tblSenator tables at the same time.
5. Use the Split Form tool to create a form based on the tblPark table. Save the form as frmParkSplitForm. Enhance the form in Layout and Design views.
6. Use the form you created in the previous step to enter the data you researched on the Internet for the tblPark table.
7. Add a combo box to the frmStateSenator form to find a record based on the State field value.
8. Enhance all forms as necessary to align and size controls, modify titles, and use color and special effects.
9. Close the database and exit Access.
