Tutorial 9 Internet Assignment

Campaign America
The town you live in has formed a grassroots political team to work towards reform in the state elections this fall. You have been working steadily collecting potential donor and volunteer lists. At this point, you have a database of contacts containing names, addresses, and other contact information about each donor or volunteer. You will use action queries to create a new table and append, delete, and update data in the database; and you will create a many-to-many relationship.
1. If you completed the Tutorial 8 Internet Assignment, open the Campaign Contacts.accdb database that you created. If you did not complete the Tutorial 8 Internet Assignment, start Access and use any method to create a tblContact table that contains contacts’ names, addresses, and phone numbers, and a field to identify the contact as a volunteer or a donor. Using fictitious data or the names and data of friends and family, enter 10 records in the tblContact table.

2. Connect to the Internet and use your favorite search engine to research upcoming elections in your community. Determine which elections you want to follow and enter the contact information for the candidates who are running for offices into a new tblCandidate table in the database. Include in the table data such as the candidate first and last name, phone, party affiliation, office sought, district (if applicable), and current office or job. Add at least 10 records to the table.
3. In a short paragraph, explain how you can use a make-table query to create a table of winning candidates after the election. Create the make-table query and test it on the sample data in the tblCandidate table to create a table named tblElectedOfficial.
4. You want to continue to expand this database of contacts, candidates, and elected officials by tracking bills and laws each elected official has voted on. Research bills in the US Congress or your state legislature, and create a tblLegislation table that contains data such as legislation ID, name, description, date proposed, date passed or rejected, and status (pending, passed, rejected). Enter at least 10 records in the table.

5. The relationship between the tblElectedOfficial and tblLegislation tables is many-to-many. Create the third table named tblVote to complete the many-to-many relationship between the two tables. The new table should include data such as the foreign keys to the other two tables and how the elected official voted on the legislation (for example: for, against, absent). Enter at least 20 records in the new table.

6. Write a short paragraph that explains how you might use an append query to track votes on legislation by elected officials. Create a sample append query for the database.

7. Write a short paragraph that explains how you might use a delete query for one of the tables in the database. Create a sample delete query for the database.

8. Write a short paragraph that explains how you might use an update query for one of the tables in the database. Create a sample update query for the database.
9. Close the database and exit Access.
