Which League Has the Best Batting Average?

You want to compare batting averages between the American League (AL) and the National League (NL) for the most current playing season.  Go to www.MLB.com, choose Stats, and click on Sortable Team Stats. Use the column of data with the heading “AVG.” If you need to find formulas, check out the page entitled "Stats 101.”

1. Create a new workbook. Save it as Baseball (your name).xlsx. 

2. Rename Sheet 1 to Stats. 

3. Import the data from the Web page.  Divide the data into AL and NL. 

4. Create a worksheet for AL and another for NL.

5. Cut and paste stats from the Stats worksheet to the appropriate AL or NL worksheets. 

6. Decide what data you want to include, and create two charts per group, putting them on separate worksheets. 

7. Create a toolbar with button(s) and/or menu(s) that will allow you to navigate through your workbook. 

8. Your associated macro(s) should prompt the user to tell you whether they want to see AL or NL.

9. Your macro should prompt the user to specify if they want to see the data or the chart. 

10. Be sure to test your macro thoroughly. 

11. Make sure macros attached to menus and buttons are robust, so they don’t fail under any conditions of input. 

12. Save your work and close Excel.
