Tutorial 3 Internet Assignment

Orlando, Florida
You will explore some of the things of interest that the beautiful city of Orlando has to offer.  Many people from all over the world choose Orlando as a vacation spot; this is not only because of Disney World, but also because of a myriad of other exciting things to do and see. Some people enjoy Orlando so much that they return year after year on vacation.  This helps make Orlando one of the world's top spots in which to own a timeshare. This project will create a PowerPoint presentation with information about Orlando.
1. Start PowerPoint and create a new Blank Presentation. 

2. Enter Orlando, Florida as the title for slide 1. Enter an appropriate subtitle of your choosing.  
3. Click the New Slide button, and choose the Title and Text slide format. Enter Theme Parks as the slide title. 

4. Connect to the Internet and use your favorite search engine to find information about theme parks in Orlando.  This information could include the park's name, average ticket price, and a couple of its most popular features.  List the theme park's name at the top of the slide and show 3 to 4 informational bullets.
5. Be sure to record all source URL(s) used for your project. These can be at the bottom of each slide or shown on one slide at the end of the presentation.
6. Create the next slide. The title will still be Theme Parks; list a second theme park's name at the top of this slide and show 3 to 4 informational bullets.

7. The next slide will be titled Golf.  Orlando has some world-class golf courses. In bulleted format, list four major golf courses in Orlando.

8. Title the next slide Dining.  In bulleted format, list four well-known restaurants in Orlando. Or, list four restaurants that you think you would like to try while visiting.
9. The next slide will be titled Shows & Entertainment.  List four shows or other family entertainment in Orlando. 

10. Google "Orlando timeshare" and copy the names of four or five timeshare resorts that you think sound interesting. Create a slide titled Timeshares and include your list.
11. Apply a slide theme to your presentation.

12. Apply animation to all bulleted lists.
13. Save the presentation as Orlando yourname.
14. Run the presentation to see if all text and images are visible and not obscured by any of the design elements. Fix any problems and resave the document.

15. Close PowerPoint.
