Tutorial 5 Internet Assignment

Violoncello Presentation

In this project, you will use the Internet to learn about the violoncello (usually called the cello for short) and communicate this information to an audience via a PowerPoint presentation. The cello is an incredibly multifaceted instrument with a rich history and broad capabilities for playing different types of music. For example, one of the world’s most famous cellists, Yo-Yo Ma, plays a cello made in 1712 by Stradivarius. This cello, known as the Davidoff Stradivarius, was once owned by another world-renowned cellist, Jacqueline du Pre’, who left it to Mr. Ma at her death in 1987.  Click here to hear and see another great cellist, Mstislav Rostropovich, play the beginning of Bach’s famous Suite No. 1 in G major.  Mr. Rostropovich died in 2007.

One great place to start your research is the Internet Cello Society’s Website at www.cello.org.  Try using Google to find your subject as well. Locate images, clip art, audio clips, and/or video clips to make your PowerPoint presentation interesting.

1. Start PowerPoint and create a new blank presentation using one of the installed themes or templates. Click the title placeholder and enter The Violoncello. Click the subtitle placeholder and enter Exploring Its Mysteries.

2. Click the New Slide button and choose the Title and Content format. Add a title for slide 2 (for example, History of the Cello).

3. Start your Web browser and log onto the Internet. Enter www.cello.org or Google your topic.

4. Find a Web page that you would like to use, and enter 4 to 5 bullet points describing some of the cello’s history.

5. Click the browser’s address bar (so that the URL is highlighted) and copy and paste the URL into slide 2 as the last bullet point.

6. Click New Slide. Title it Parts of the Cello.

7. Find a picture of a cello on the Internet. (Note: Be sure to check the copyright restrictions.) Right-click on the picture, choose Save Picture As, and save the picture to your student folder.  You will use this picture for slide 3, where you will create callouts on the parts of a cello.  
8. In slide 3, click Insert Picture. Resize the picture by right clicking it, then choose Size and Position. Make the picture as large as possible while retaining space for the callouts.

9. Go to The Kennedy Center’s Arts Edge to find Yo-Yo Ma’s cello and refer to it for Step 9.

10. Insert callouts to slide 3 to label the parts of the cello.  Use the following 10 terms: Neck, Pegs, Fingerboard, Tail Piece, End Pin, Strings, Bridge, Scroll, Fine Tuners. To do this, click the Insert tab, click Shapes, click the fifth callout in the first row of Callouts. Click above and to the right of the part you want to label, then type the part name in the callout box. Adjust as needed.

11. Click New Slide. For the title, type Sound of the Cello.  For the first bullet, type “Here is a clip of a young cellist playing Bach’s Suite No. 1 in G major:”

12. Click the Insert tab and choose Sound in the Media Clips group, then Sound from File. Insert the supplied T5 audio file, or another audio file of your choosing from the Internet.  When asked “How do you want the sound to start in the slide show?” click the When Clicked button. The small sound speaker graphic image will be placed on the slide. Click it to start the audio clip and click again to stop the audio clip.

13. Open a new slide. Title it Famous Cellists. List as bullet points at least 5 world-famous cellists, living or dead.

14. Add another slide with cello-related facts of your own choosing.

15. After you have created all of the slides, press the Save button and save the presentation as Cello (Your Name).pptx. Do not close the presentation yet. 

16. Scroll back up and select slide 1. Click the Animations tab. From the Transition to This Slide group, select the Dissolve button (sixth from the left).  Make sure the Transition Speed is set to Fast and the Advance Slide option has On Mouse Click checked. Under Transition Speed, click the Apply to All button. 

17. Save the presentation. Click the Slide Show tab to run the show.  Make any adjustments to the timings that you think make the slides display better. Save any changes. 

18. Close the presentation, and exit PowerPoint.
