Radon Presentation

In many states, the law requires that a house be tested for radon gas before its sale can be completed. You work for the city Public Health & Safety department. Your boss has asked you to plan and prepare a presentation on radon exposure. The presentation will be given at a public meeting for homeowners.  You decide that PowerPoint would be the most effective way to present the information to the audience. Using the Internet, research the sources of radon, potential effects on those exposed to it, and how radon is detected and measured. Use deductive organization to plan and lay out the presentation.

1. Open PowerPoint and type Radon as the title of the first slide. Save the presentation as Radon (Your Name).pptx.

2. On the same slide, enter the subtitle as 3 lines: Public Health & Safety Department, City of (Your City), (Your City, Your State). 

3. Click New Slide. On slide 2, enter the title Radon: Hazardous to Your Health. Insert the following three bullet points: 

a. One of the most common environmental health problems today 

b. Indoor radon gas is the 2nd-leading cause of lung cancer in the U.S.

c. The threat of radon to your health is completely preventable

4. Title slide 3 as Sources of Radon. Research this on the Internet and enter 2 or more bullet points. As the final bullet on the slide, type Source: and enter the URL where you found the information.

5. Title slide 4 as Radon Exposure Can Cause.  Research this on the Internet and enter 2 or more bullet points. As the final bullet on the slide, type Source: and enter the URL where you found the information.

6. Title slide 5 as Radon Detection and Measurement. Research this on the Internet and enter 2 or more bullet points. As the final bullet on the slide, type Source: and enter the URL where you found the information. 

7. Title the last slide as What Can We Do? Use bullet points to encourage the audience to take specific action against radon exposure.

8. Click the Design tab and add an attractive theme to the presentation.

9. Click the Review tab and use the Spelling tool in the Proofing group to spell check your presentation.

10. Save the document and exit PowerPoint.
